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1.6.1 SIM Card and SD Card Installation

To Install the SIM Card and SD Card:

1. Open the I/O cover located on the left side.
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2. Insert the SIM card (with the gold parts facing up and cut-off corner facing in) in the
direction of the arrow as shown in the figure.

3. Pick and raise the SD card holder up in upright position and then put the SD Card into
the socket.

4. Close the I/O cover.

1.6.2 Battery Installation

A Caution The lithium battery used in this tablet may swell after being charged/
discharged many times, but there is no problem regarding safety. Continued use in
